Indeed, the Roundtable ech-

oed much of what was appar-

ent in the PBS documentary: 

that families are increasingly taking responsibility for 

their own actions and are less ready to apportion 

blame to their online providers.  

The consensus, however, remained that there is 

much more to do, particularly in education and en-

suring that parents have the tools to help them 

bridge the current digital divide.
